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The animal-plant game
The aim of this activity is to encourage pupils to think about some of the processes that plants and animals carry out.  It could be used to help identify misconceptions or as a revision exercise.
The resource consists of a blank ‘T-chart’ with headings of ‘animals’ and plants’, and a number of statements that relate to the processes of photosynthesis and respiration.   There are two copies of each of the statements.

We suggest that pupils work in groups of two, three or four to discuss each of the statements and then make a decision as to whether it relates to animals, plants or both.  They should then place statement in the animal and / or plant column according to the decision of the group.  Some statements might go in both columns, some in only one.
