Fingerprint Instructions
  Pencil method
· Rub your pencil on a small area of paper until you have a thick layer.
· Rub your finger over this.
· “Print” this onto clear sticky tape.

· Stick the tape onto white or light coloured paper.

· The area near the joint is the most interesting so try 
to print this area rather than the fingertip.
  Alternative methods

1. As above but use chalk instead of pencil.

OR

2. Use talcum powder but note that it is necessary to brush the excess off the finger before taking the print.
In both these cases the tape
should be stuck onto black paper.
