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White Solids Instructions
1. Put a little of each solid on the paper, in turn, and examine using a hand lens. Note your observations on the record sheet.
2. Use the end of the handle of the teaspoon to put a little of each solid into water and swirl gently. Observe carefully what happens and note on the record sheet. 

These key words might help you:

disappear, solid, clear, liquid, cloudy, dissolve,
bubbles, soluble, insoluble

3. Repeat for each solid in vinegar. Note on the record sheet. 
4. Now take the milk powder + white solid and separate the two solids.
5. Identify the white solid.
