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Technician Guide

You need:

	Bleach, household (corrosive)
	Blue food colourant (e.g. Super Cook)

	Sodium chloride
	Colorimeter

	Cuvettes
	Burette (25ml)

	Graduated pipettes (1ml)
	Timer


Preparation of the blue dye solution

Add 15 drops of the blue food colourant to 100ml of distilled water.

(This should give a %T colorimeter reading of roughly 12% at 590nm).

Preparation of the sodium chloride solution (equimolar to the bleach)

Dissolve 4.124g sodium chloride in approximately 30ml of distilled water, and make up to 100ml using a standard flask.
